| have always enjoyed the deep
peace and tranquillity of the
traditional services at St Mary’s,
South Wootton and loved the
familiarity of the words and music.

Following the success of the new, more informal “Sunday at 10”
at All Saints, North Wootton, the idea of the Café Church was
born for St Mary’s.
